Monday 19 March
Tour 1 Check-in at London Heathrow Terminal 5 for your 
overnight flight to Hong Kong.

Time Zone 8 hours ahead of GMT (GMT +8).

Climate and Clothing The weather in March is cool 
and usually dry with a temperature of 16-21°C.

Language Cantonese and English, which is widely 
spoken.

Currency The monetary unit is the Hong Kong Dollar 
(HK$). Credit cards are accepted everywhere and ATMs 
are plentiful and accept UK credit/debit cards. 

Passports and Visas A full British passport, valid for a 
minimum of 6 months from your return date back to 
the UK, is necessary for travel to Hong Kong. You can 
be prevented from entering some Asian countries if 
your passport does not have the necessary 6 months 
validity. Visas are not required for British Passport 
holders travelling on any of our published tours.
Important: If you are travelling to countries other 
than these or if you are opting to stay longer, then 
it is your responsibility to check with the relevant 
embassy/consulate for passport/visa requirements.

Health Requirements In some circumstances it 
is recommended you have immunisation against 
hepatitis A, diphtheria, hepatitis B, TB, tetanus, 
malaria and typhoid. Please seek further advice from 
your doctor but other useful information is available at

The Excelsior is a legendary hotel and is a fantastic place to stay for the Sevens! This 4★ hotel is located in the heart 
of the action in Causeway Bay, so is perfect for all tourist attractions and just a 15 minute walk to the stadium. 
As our flagship hotel, it’s also home to the famous ‘Dickens Bar’ which is one of the most desired bars to drink 
and socialise in during the Sevens tournament. It will be full to the brim with international rugby fans, with an 
atmosphere that is second to none!

All rooms are standard, however to guarantee a Harbour View room (overlooking the beautiful Victoria Harbour), 
there is a supplement of £85 per room per night or the Executive floor at £145 per room per night.

If you have a special in-flight request, eg 
special diet or seating request, we will 
pass the information on to the appropriate 
airline but cannot guarantee that your 
request will be met. Please indicate any 
special requirements clearly on your Booking 
Request Form or notify us separately in 
writing. We always recommend that you take 
the added precaution of checking-in early for 
all flights.

Airport Transfers
If you do not arrive and/or depart with a 
tour advertised in our brochure, transfers 
between the airport and hotel and vice versa 
are not included.

Accommodation
Check-in/out times
Hotel rooms are standard unless otherwise 
specified. As a general rule check-in time 
is approximately 1500 hours and check-out 
approximately 1000-1200 hours except for 
the Excelsior Hotel in Hong Kong which has 
a check-out time of 1800 hours on departure 
day for late evening flights home. Gullivers 
can book your room the night before to 
enable occupancy on arrival at an additional 
supplement.

Resort Fees
Some hotels in Las Vegas charge a 
mandatory ‘resort fee’ which ranges from 
$5 to $15 (plus tax) per room per night.

If we are unable 
to do this by 12 weeks prior to departure 
then you may either pay a single room 
supplement or cancel your tour. If you cancel 
we will give you a full refund less any 
insurance premium. Please note that we are 
not able to accept any responsibility for the 
habits, behaviour or characteristics of the 
allocated room-mate.

Accommodation

Changes to tickets
There is a charge for any name changes within six weeks of departure: airlines usually 
charge £100+ per ticket as this is treated as a cancellation and re-issue.
